Emanuel Swedenborg up to his fifty-
sixth year led a life largely devoted to
scientific studies covering practically the
whole field of science His researches
took him to several foreign countries. He
published many volumes on mathematics,
geology, chemistry, physics, minerology,
astronomy, anatomy, etc., in which there
are the germs of numerous brilliant dis-
coveries later credited to other inves-
tigators,

He sketched out the plans for a ma-
chine gun, submarine, piancla, airplane
{flying carriage} etc., greatly in advance
of his time. He is the father of a decimal
system of coinage, and of crystallography.
He originated the nebular hypothesis of
and explained the
nature of the milky way. He produced an
car-trumpet, made important discoveries
on the composttion and circulation of the
blood, as well as on the true office of
the lungs.
